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 “For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” – Matthew 6:21 
“If money is the question, Gospel is the answer.”  - Rev. Karl Travis, Senior Pastor of First Presbyterian 

Church, Fort Worth, TX 
 
 Did you know that Jesus spoke more about money than about any other subject, except for the Kingdom 
of God?  And that there are around 3,000 Bible verses that specifically address money and possessions?  Jesus 
wasn’t starting a pledge drive, or a capital campaign for a new building.  He wasn’t asking for a raise in salary, 
for more paid staff, or for increased giving to cover a budget deficit.  So why did Jesus spend so much time 
talking about a touchy subject when he wasn’t even trying to raise money?  Because very little is more central 
to our daily lives than the pursuit and protection of our money and our possessions.  If Jesus is Lord of our lives, 
as we confess, then we need to make sure we are seeking after him in all areas of our life, especially those that 
tend to consume our time, energy, and focus. 
 We are about to kick off a new study for the fall – Dave Ramsey’s Financial Peace University.  Ramsey 
can be seen on TV, heard on the radio, and his books have been best-sellers, helping average people across the 
country get out of debt and learn basic financial management skills to achieve greater financial security.  
Ramsey’s Financial Peace University is taught from a faith-based perspective, because money problems are not 
just material, but spiritual.   

Money impacts our relationship with God.  If we are enslaved by debt, we feel less free to follow God, 
less able to give as God calls us, to support the church and the mission of the church.  Money impacts our 
relationship with others.  It is one of the top reasons cited for divorce.  Arguments over money can tear families 
apart, and they are often at the root of many conflicts in the church.  Our culture today is saturated by a gospel 
of consumerism – that we will find fulfillment and happiness if only we drive the best cars, live in the nicest 
neighborhoods, and in other ways buy our way to the best that society has to offer.  We believe that in Christ we 
have been set free.  We believe that God has entrusted to us all we have, and wants to use the blessings in our 
life to bless others.  We believe that we are called to lead lives of generosity, and to be wise stewards of all that 
God has given us. 

The fact is most of us need some basic, practical instruction on financial management in order to get 
things back on track, to re-order our relationship with money and possessions, and to be faithful followers of 
Christ.  When I went to college, I got my first credit card.  Less than a year later, I started to carry a balance 
when my limited income was not enough to cover my expenses.  Over the next few years, that balance grew as I 
had major car repairs or other expenses come up.  After graduation, I lived in an area with a very high cost of 
living, but I was making a very meager salary in my non-profit work.  Before I knew it, I had nearly $10,000 in 
credit card debt.  Living in Boston, my rent ate up nearly half of my take-home salary.  I wanted to get out of 
debt, to start saving, but it seemed hopeless.  Through my church, I signed up for a similar financial Bible study.  
It completely changed my perspective on stewardship as a way of life, and through the tools I was also able to 
set a plan to regain control of my finances.  I was amazed to experience God’s provision for my basic needs as I 
worked to get out of debt.  When I felt the call to ministry and to Seminary, I was on my way to being debt-free, 
and felt like I was financially free to follow God’s call for my life.  It truly was a life-changing experience for 
me in many ways, and I hope that many of you are able to join us for this important study.

Mission Trip to Chattanooga 
What a trip it was!  Sunday, July 11th, just after church, we 

gathered around the church van to load up, say our goodbyes, and start 
our journey down to Chattanooga, TN.  We were rolling on down I-75 
when, just 7 miles north of the Tennessee border, we got a flat tire.  Not 
just flat – completely shredded!  We felt God’s protection guiding us 
across two lanes of very busy traffic, and we were able to safely pull off 
onto the shoulder.  Mary Ann Rawlings walked the youth to a shaded 
grassy area well off the road, and Andy and Stephanie got to work to 
change the tire.  Two and a half hours and a call to emergency roadside 
assistance later, we were back on our way with the spare tire in place.  
We went out of our way to stop at a Wal-Mart auto center to get a replacement spare tire, but discovered that 
our odd-sized tires (16 ½ inches) would need to be special ordered!  So we continued down the road, 
determined that we would find a new tire once we got to Chattanooga.  We hadn’t even gone 30 miles from 
Wal-Mart when we had our 2nd flat – the spare tire lost its tread.  We were just north of Knoxville, TN, and 
began to make calls to roadside assistance, and to folks back home. 

David Weber got in his van and started driving our way, and Mary Weber got on the phone and started 
calling all of the Knoxville contacts she could!  At this point, the youth looked at us and said, “We are NOT 



going back to Harrodsburg!  We’ve got a mission trip to get to!”  Before long, Ron and Jean Mayer, longtime 
members of First Presbyterian Church in Knoxville and friends of Doug and Anna Gray Slagle, called us to find 
out where we were so they could come pick us up.  Ron and Jean arrived just as the tow truck was ready to take 
the van away, and somehow we squeezed all of our bodies and most of our stuff in their two cars.  These 
guardian angels brought us to their home, put us up on whatever beds, couches, and air mattresses they had, and 
then made a pizza run for dinner since we hadn’t eaten for a while!  In the morning, Jean made us all pancakes – 

blueberry, 
chocolate 
chip, or 
plain.  The 
auto shop 
was able to 
locate 
exactly 2 
new tires 
that would 

fit the van in the entire city of Knoxville, and so by noon, we were able to get the van, load it back up, and 
continue down to Chattanooga.  We missed out on the first night of activities and the first day of the mission 
work, but the experience was one we will not forget.   

 
That Sunday, the Lectionary gospel reading and the sermon were about the Good Samaritan.  I preached 

about how our youth are like the man on the side of the road – and how we need to stop and help, no matter 
what the risk or cost.  A few hours later, the youth were literally on 
the side of the road in need of help!  We experienced having MANY 
people drive by without stopping to see if we needed help, and then 
we were able to experience the extreme hospitality from Ron and 
Jean, who would have done anything to make us feel at home.  We 
also experienced part of what it means to be in a connectional 
church, and to be part of a larger body of Christ. 

Finally, we arrived in Chattanooga, already road-weary, but 
ready to shift from being the ones in need of help to being the ones 
to give help.  We were split into two different work crews and joined 
up with youth and leaders from churches in Arkansas, Tennessee, 
Alabama, and Indiana to work at different sites in the city.  Some of 
us went to a Head Start daycare, many of us went to one of a few 
recreation centers that provide summer child care, and half of our group spent some time at Audubon Acres, a 
nature preserve and site on the Trail of Tears, where we worked hard pulling up privet, an invasive species that 
has taken over the forests there.  At night we had some special activities – going to see Rock City, going to a 
big park down by the river, going to a church service, to name a few.  We also spent time each morning in 

devotions, we had time each evening 
for a big group worship service with 
some singing and a message, and then 
time to reflect on the lessons and the 
experiences as a church group late at 
night.  The theme of the week was 
“More or Less” – more God, less me; 
more love, less ego; more be, less do; 
and so on…   It was a wonderful and 
transformational experience for all of 
us, and we can’t wait to do it all over 
again!

Stewardship and Finance 
It’s time for Financial Peace!  This fall, we will be starting a 13-week “Financial Peace University,” a 

program designed to help singles, couples, or families get out of debt and become better financial managers.  
We will have free preview courses on Sunday, August 22nd at 2pm and again Tuesday, August 24th at 6:30pm.  
Come and invite others to embark on this journey. 

The cost for participants is around $100 per family, and for that you receive a Financial Peace 
University workbook, audio CDs with all 13 lessons, budgeting forms, and other materials, along with a lifetime 
membership.  This is a 50% savings from the regular cost.  The class will start in September and run through the 
first week of December.  If you would like to go ahead and sign up now, contact the church office. 

The $100 fee might seem prohibitive, but consider it an investment.  On average, families in the 
program reduce their debt by $5,300 and save $2,700 in just 91 days. That's an $8,000 turnaround!  Contact 
Stephanie, Andy, or any of the members of the Stewardship and Finance Committee for more information.  
Class schedules will be set based on those who register for the class.
