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Happy Labor Day!  Labor Day has been around longer than any of us have been alive.  First celebrated in New 
York City in 1882, after the Pullman Strike in 1894, Labor Day was made a national holiday.  It was set aside as 
a day to honor and celebrate the contributions of laborers and labor organizations.  Today, Labor Day marks an 
unofficial transition from summer to fall.  For many, it means going back to school (though our students have 
been back for a month already!), one last day at the pool, or maybe a long weekend getaway.  It is a day to rest 
from our labors, though not for all – especially laborers in the service and retail industries.  It might be a secular 
holiday, but it can remind us of our call as Christians to honor work, and to lay it down for rest. 
 Work is a gift from God, not a punishment.  God’s intention was for humanity to work – to tend and 
care for God’s majestic creation.  Humanity was to enjoy creation, to enjoy the work of caring for it, and to 
receive from their work and from God’s hands even more blessings to enjoy.  Of course, creation is not as God 
intended it to be, and our labor is not always a source of joy or blessing.  For the underemployed and 
unemployed, the lack of labor is a problem.  Others find themselves working multiple jobs just to make ends 
meet, or working more and more hours in one job to catch up, keep up, or stay ahead.  Many individuals work 
in jobs that do not use their gifts or talents, or work in environments that are draining rather than life-giving.  
Work, along with the rest of creation, is not what God wanted it to be. 
 Still, God has created each of us lovingly and uniquely, and endowed us with certain gifts.  Read 
through the 12th chapter of 1st Corinthians for better insight into God’s plan for diversity of gifts within the body 
of Christ.  God calls us to use our gifts in our daily lives – at work, at home, at church, and in service in the 
world.  Using the gifts that God has given us brings us closer to God’s desire for our lives, which is to enjoy our 
work as stewards of God’s creation, and to enjoy the fruits of our labors, as well.  Discerning your gifts and how 
God is calling you to use them is a lifelong process, but it is our call as Christians and as the body of Christ to 
do just that.  Each of us has our particular gifts, and when we are using them as God intended, great things can 
happen, all to God’s glory! 
 Work is a gift from God, and so is rest from our work.  From the very beginning, God set aside a day of 
rest each week.  This day of rest was so important, keeping the Sabbath holy was one of just ten commandments 
given through Moses.  My advisor in college was an observant Orthodox Jew.  There was a long list of 
prohibited activities on the Sabbath – working of all kinds, writing, baking, cutting, tearing, and so on.  Even 
though the prohibitions seem restrictive, it actually became quite freeing for him.  His weekly Sabbath practice 
kept him grounded and gave him new energy and joy for the work that he poured himself into six days a week, 
10 hours a day.  He discovered the “gift” of Sabbath.  After all, “The Sabbath was made for humankind, not 
humankind for the Sabbath.”  (Mark 2:27)   
 As we approach this Labor Day, I invite all of us to receive in new ways the gifts of work and rest.  We 
can’t fully appreciate either gift unless our hands are open to receive both.

Scientific studies have shown that transmission of disease 
from a shared communion cup is not an issue, and many churches are reclaiming the use of the common cup 
that was prevalent from the earliest celebrations of the Lord’s Supper. 
 Do you have questions about our Sacramental theology or practice?  Questions about Baptism or the 
Lord’s Supper?  Pass those along, and we can answer them here.

Twenty-five percent is used by presbyteries 
and synods, and 50 percent is used by the General Assembly ministries through the Presbyterian Peacemaking 
Program.

 When an individual or family falls on hard times, we are sometimes approached for financial assistance, 
which we are able to provide in small amounts thanks to the Gertrude Reed Brown Trust Fund, set up for 
assistance to those in need.  Winter can be an especially difficult time as families struggle to pay heating or gas 
bills.  Last winter we gave some assistance to an individual to help keep her heat turned on, and last week, this 
individual came into the office with a donation for $500 to help others in need.  It isn’t often that we see such a 
“return on investment,” but it goes to show you how the little bit that we give can be multiplied by God for 
some extraordinary impact! 
 When individuals come to us with a request for assistance, we have a basic form that we ask them to fill 
out, which requires an endorsement from the Christian Life Center.  Most churches in Mercer County give all of 
their assistance money directly to the Christian Life Center because they are able to have a more complete 
picture of the needs of individuals in the community.  We provide monthly contributions of food to the Food 
Pantry, which are collected throughout the month in a basket under the table in the Narthex.  If you know of 
individuals or families who are in need, the Christian Life Center is the best place to start, and working with 
them, we are able to provide some additional support from time to time.
